COORDINATION MEETING ON GTS UPGRADE IN THE INDIAN OCEAN
to support multi-hazard early warning systems, including Tsunami warning
(Geneva, WMO Headquarters, 17-19 October 2005)

The WMO action plan aims at upgrading the GTS implementation on the Indian Ocean rim to meet the exchange requirements for multi-hazard EWS and especially the IO-TWS. WMO Expert team missions have been carried out for on-site assessment for upgrading national GTS components. The meeting goals are to review and consolidate the proposed projects (technical feasibility, cost, implementation schedule) for ensuring a consistent GTS upgrade plan for the whole Indian Ocean rim, with a view to a coordinated implementation plan.  Potential donors are invited to participate on the last day for facilitating fund raising support for the actual implementation of the projects. 

The expected meeting’s participants include GTS experts from key NMSs for the IO region (at large) including Australia, China, India, Indonesia, France (La Reunion), Kenya, Malaysia and Thailand, and representatives from ISDR and UNESCO/IOC; expected potential donors’ experts include the European Commission, Finland, France, Japan, USA.  The meeting is mainly funded under the WMO-ISDR MoU for “The WMO’s Global Telecommunication System (GTS) for exchange and distribution of Indian Ocean Tsunami Warning System alerts and related information“
