Overall the GTS links are operating reliably.

One issue we have at the moment is reliable and fast access to model data that is not available on the GTS. For example:

1. ECMWF model data (about 50Mb per day) is obtain via FTP GET over the Internet from UK Met (dpds.metoffice.com)

2. USA GFS Model data (1.4Gb per day) is obtained via the Internet (ftpprd.ncep.noaa.gov) and an FTP GET to an intermediate site where the data is manipulated and then an FTP push to the Bureau.
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
