1.0           Telecommunication Facilities
· 8 stations at major airports have been facilitated with Internet facility for data and products exchange.

· MSG was installed at CFO in Dar es Salaam in January 2005 and it has improved data and model products reception and improved satellite pictures access for every 15 minutes.

· V-SAT for data and Internet was installed at the CFO and at KIA in July 2005. Arrangements are in progress to activate a connection between Dar es Salaam NMC and RTH Nairobi. Speed for data exchange will improve from current 9.6Kbps to 64Kbps
TMA has installed PREMICELLS at 14 stations to facilitate exchange of data via SMS.

2.0       Availability, exchange and real-time Data Monitoring (Regional).

· Data monitoring, both at national and sub-regional level has been very successful and the results thereof show quite significant achievement since January 2002.  Overall performance.  The overall performance of all observing stations in the country has risen from a dismal 54.0% in that year to 93% in June this year. The vision is to reach 100% once the problem of understaffing, and poor performance of telecommunication network are fully addressed.

· Availability at RTH is slightly less due to technical problems
