ACTION PROPOSED

а) To review the information presented in the document.

1. Review of the current status of implementation of MTN circuits at RTH Brasilia

The situation remains the same in terms of connectivity. There were some new attempt to improve the network using the Internet. Some NMC´s started using FTP or e-mail to ingest their traffic into the GTS.

Regarding RTH Buenos Aires, the X.25 connection is still being used for normal alphanumeric data.

The X.25 link to Maracay using the Packet Switch Data Network was disconnected due to cease of the services between the two carries involved. Currently e-mail and ftp are being used. It was also arranged with RTH Maracay a way to get observation data from other NMC´s in that part of the Region.

It was also opened a ftp connection over the internet to allow NMC Lima ingest their data (mainly upper air observation). They also intend to distribute their model data in GRIB format into the GTS.

The link to WMC Washington is still the same point-to-point at 64 Kbps, using TCP sockets. A new tender was made to select a new telecommunication provider and EMBRATEL was selected again for the next 5 years. The implementation phase was started and soon the link to WMC Washington will be considered.

2. Status of the IMTN cloud

The Framework contract between WMO and Equant was signed. Equant started already approaching RA III Members for individual contracts. It is planned that Argentina, Brazil, Venezuela and Chile would join immediately.
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
