Finally the situation regarding the GTS in Region III is improving. After the installation of the new Message Switching System in Argentina, some progress was made in the direction of replacing the existing X.25 link between RTH Brasilia and RTH Buenos Aires. FTP over the internet is being using to exchange bulletins while the TCP sockets is being tested over the 64 kbps existent point to point link. Right now, data flows only from RTH Brasilia to RTH Buenos Aires. Some more investigation must be done in order to have it in both directions.

In any case, the use of X.25 protocols to exchange bulletins between Brazil and Argentina is now over.
