With respect to radio-frequency matters, the Council noted with appreciation the favourable outcome of the World Radiocommunication Conference 2000 as regards meteorology,  Nonetheless, the Council stressed that the threat on the full range of radio frequency bands allocated to meteorological systems and environmental satellites would continue with the increasing development and expansion of new commercial radiocommunication systems. It urged Members to ensure that their respective national radiocommunication authorities are fully aware of the prime importance of radio-frequency allocations for meteorological operations and research, including safety of life and properties aspects, with particular attention to radio-frequency allocations to radio-sondes and meteorological satellites, weather radars and spaceborne passive remote sensing. The Council was pleased to note that CBS activities and WMO's participation in ITU-R had already resumed with a view to preparing WRC-2003.  It requested CBS, with the support from the Secretariat, to pursue as a matter of high priority the coordination and protection of radio-frequency allocations, and to further assess the potential financial and operational implications on meteorological systems.
