DEVELOPMENT OF THE WMO METADATA STANDARD 
The meeting will review the draft version 1.0 of the WMO Core Profile of the ISO Metadata Standard, including its XML representation, taking into account the results of the test of the draft version by WMO Programmes and the development of a Core Feature Catalogue compliant with ISO 19110.

The meeting will review the requirements for the extensions of the WMO Core Profile of the ISO Metadata Standard specific to the WMO Programmes and will consider the preparation of the relevant draft extensions for tests.

OPERATIONAL INFORMATION CATALOGUES

The meeting will review the development of proposals for the establishment and the maintenance of operational information catalogues required for WIS, based on the exchange of metadata between centres.
4.
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE WMO METADATA STANDARD

CBS-XIII stressed the need to assist NMHSs’ centres in the implementation of the WMO Core Profile of the ISO Metadata Standard.  The meeting will discuss proposals for:

· A reference implementation of the Profile so that it can be used as a guide by implementers;

· Tools to facilitate the manual creation of metadata;

· Applications to maintain metadata in the standard Profile;

· Mechanisms for users to search globally amongst metadata catalogues.

USE OF RELATED ISO METADATA STANDARDS, ESPECIALLY THE ISO 19100 SERIES, FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE WIS

The meeting will discuss proposals for the possible application of standards of the ISO 1900 series for the implementation of WIS.

6.
INTERACTION WITH THE ISO TC 211
CBS-XIII agreed that the IPET-MI should contribute to the work of the ISO Technical Committee (TC 211), in particular by submitting WMO contributions to the development of the standards and by publicising the WMO activities in the development and implementation of the WMO Core Profile and its extensions. The meeting will review interaction with the ISO TC 211.

7.
GUIDE ON WWW DATA MANAGEMENT
CBS-XIII agreed that the responsibility for editing each of the part of the guide should lie with the CBS OPAGs and expert teams with key knowledge on each topic, under the coordination of the OPAG on ISS assisted by the Secretariat, and it asked the OPAGs to contribute to updating the guide accordingly. The meeting will review its contribution to the guide.
