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[bookmark: EX_SUMMARY]EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
The third session of the ICG-WIGOS/WIGOS Editorial Board (WEdB-3) was held at the WMO Secretariat in Geneva, Switzerland, from 17 to 19 January 2018. The session was chaired by Mr Russell Stringer, chair, WEdB. 
Most attention was given to the draft Regional Basic Observing network (RBON) related provisions to be part of the Manual on WIGOS (WMO-No. 1160). 
WEdB agreed on a schedule of WebEx teleconferences (once per week) until the end of February 2018. WEdB updated the timeline for further development of the WIGOS Regulatory Material, taking into account the Plan for the WIGOS Pre-operational Phase (PWPP); the draft timeline is presented in Appendix II.

1.1	Opening of the session 
1.1.1	The third session of the ICG-WIGOS/WIGOS Editorial Board (WEdB) was held at the WMO Secretariat in Geneva, Switzerland, from 17 to 19 January 2018. The session was chaired by Mr Russell Stringer, chair, WEdB. The Chair welcomed the participants to the session.
1.1.2	The list of participants is given in Appendix I.
1.2	Adoption of the agenda
	The session adopted the Agenda for the meeting, which is reproduced at the beginning of this report.
1.3	Working arrangements
1.3.1	The session agreed on its working hours and adopted a tentative work plan for consideration of the individual Agenda Items. 
2. [bookmark: Item_2]REPORT BY CHAIR
2.1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Mr R. Stringer set the scene for the work to be done during the session. He recalled the serious of the WebEx sessions since the WEdB-2 in November 2017 during which the team made the progress in reviewing the Manual on GOS (WMO-No. 544) and further drafting of the RBON related provisions and the Manual on WIGOS (WMO-No. 1160). 
2.2. The main focus of WEdB-3 should be given to the section 5 of the Manual on WIGOS and RBON provisions. 
3. [bookmark: Item_3]REVIEW OF OUTCOMES FROM ICG-WIGOS-7	
3.1. WEdB reviewed the outcomes from ICG-WIGOS-7 relevant to the team (note: all participants of WEdB-3 participated at ICG-WIGOS-7. WEdB agreed on the following actions:
3.2. WIGOS-PO will review the Manual on GOS, Vol. II – Regional Aspects and make a proposal for the text related to the current RBCS and RBSN to be updated accordingly for a new edition of the Guide to WIGOS (WMO-No. 1165), chapter on RBON.  
3.3. WIGOS-PO and GCW-PO will work closely on the update of sections on GCW in the both, Part I, Volume I of WMO-No. 49 and the Manual on WIGOS.
3.4. WIGOS-PO will clarify the decision of ICG-WIGOS-7 on the WIGOS Station Identifier relevant procedures (i.e. 2.4.1.2 and 2.4.1.3) of the Manual on WIGOS (WMO-No. 1160) and inform WEdB on the action to be undertaken. Editorial note - temporary something like: ICG-WIGOS agreed that the presented proposals for procedures described in Annexes 5.3.4/1 and 5.3.4/2 to Doc.5.3(4) should be presented to EC-70 and then be adequately reflected in the draft Manual on WIGOS for submission to Cg-18 for approval.    
4. [bookmark: Item_4]WMO TECHNICAL REGULATIONS AND GUIDANCE MATERIAL RELEVANT TO WIGOS
4.1. WEdB agreed that the draft Technical Regulations (WMO-No. 49), Volume I, PART I – WIGOS, reviewed in details during WEdB-2, is mature enough to be completed through WebEx sessions in February.
4.2. WEdB noted information that WIGOS-PO, in collaboration with OSD-IMO, completed the secretariat review of the Manual on GOS, Part III, Section 3 Equipment and Methods of Observation. WEdB agreed that the remaining part of this section 3 (i.e. from 3.3.2.6 to the end) will be reviewed by WEdB through WebEx session in February. 
4.3. WEdB discussed with P. Hechler, CLW department, and T. Oakley, GCOS Secretariat, transition of the section 2.10 (with a detailed classification of climatological stations) and the GCOS related sections from the Manual on GOS to the Manual on WIGOS.
4.4. Regarding the types of the climatological stations, the only the “reference station” should be kept. T. Oakley provided WEdB with the draft GRUAN section (currently 2.12.2 in the Manual on GOS); the draft was further developed during the discussion and will be incorporated in the Manual on WIGOS under section 5.  
4.5. Extensive attention was again paid to the draft RBON provisions. WEdB reviewed the concept, mainly from the perspective of hydrological observations. It was agreed that the concept allows for inclusion of hydrological observing stations/platforms to be part of RBON if they meet RBON requirements. 
4.6. An example of a table to be used in the RBON Attachment was developed. WEdB agreed that more similar tables should be provided in Attachment as guidance for Members.
4.7. The process of updating Part II. Requirements for observational data of the Manual on GOS was discussed with A. Harou, C/GDPFS, WDS. A. Harou agreed to work with the CBS experts and provide their inputs by Mid February. 
4.8. The draft Attachment 2.1 (new) for the Manual on WIGOS covering this topic will be further developed by R. Stringer with the proposals for the Manual on WIGOS and Guide to WIGOS.
4.9. WEdB agreed on the structure of the Section 5 of the Manual on WIGOS.
5. [bookmark: Item_5]GUIDANCE MATERIAL RELEVANT TO WIGOS
5.1. WEdB agreed that the Guidance on WIGOS Data Partnerships, being developed by TT-WDP should be included in the draft Guide to WIGOS as a new chapter and submitted to EC-70 for approval.
5.2. WEdB asked WIGOS-PO to update the List of related publications in the Guide to WIGOS with newly published guidance material, such as Guidance on the national WIGOS implementation; the Chapter I of the Guide should be also updated reflecting the availability of the Guidance. 
5.3. WEdB further agreed that section 3.3.7 Satellites of the Guide will be updated with the proposal developed by the WIGOS –PO, in collaboration with the SAT office and WEdB.
