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2015 HURRICANE SEASON
ATLANTIC BASIN

There were 11 storms in the Atlantic Basin during the 2015 hurricane season. These comprised seven tropical storms and four hurricanes, two of which became major hurricanes. We observed that the number of tropical storms, hurricanes and major hurricanes was slightly below average, and that many of these systems were relatively weak and short lived, as can be seen in Image 1. Very little cyclogenesis was observed with regard to the tropical waves, which showed very weak activity and had little effect in the Atlantic Basin.
